Other camp features include 2 lakes 
which could be used for ice fishing. 
There are 2 sledding / tobaggan hills 
with supplied tubes.  Of course for 
our camp dates we won’t know if 
the weather will 20’s with snow or 
40 to 50’s.

  The cabins, Ministry Center and 
Dining Center are easy walking 
distance for the most part of our 
camp agenda.
